You must complete the online form.

If you have the status of “deemed full-time” as a student parent, you will need to download the certificate from
the Registrar’s Office in the appropriate section of the form. Note that a delay of 7 working days is expected to
obtain this document.

Students cannot apply more than once in a single semester.
